
THN: How does it feel to 
be the NCAA Champions 
again?
JH: It’s outstanding. Each 
year is different; I don’t 
think you can compare one 
to the other. It’s a different 
group of kids, and to see 
them start each year with 
the dream of winning a 
national championship and 
to go through the growth 
and maturation process and 
having it come true, and 
seeing it for them is the 
fun part. 
THN: Describe the atmo-
sphere in the dressing 
room after the win.
JH: The excitement, the 
overall joy…the guys are all 
jumping up and down. This 
year we had a really special 
group of seniors who were 
outstanding leaders and 
really brought the under-

classmen along. Everyone 
is excited…dancing, singing, 
it’s everything you’d think 
winning is…and more.
THN: What does a victory 
like this do for the school?
JH: What has been cre-
ated here, regardless of the 
wins or losses speaks for 

itself. The wins definitely 
validate it to the casual 
observer, but it’s more of 
the culture at BC and the 
wins are a bonus on top 
of that. It’s more about the 
trip and watching the young 
guys come along. When we 
went to the White House 

in 2008 George Bush said, 
“The days were long, but 
the years were short,” you 
think you have all this time 
here and that our season is 
so long, but watching the 
guys go from freshman to 
senior year…the four years 
go by so quickly.
THN: Why is the 
Blademaster your machine 
of choice?
JH: When I came here in 
1994 the machine was here. 
I was a rookie then, and 
the Blademaster guys did a 
great job…they came over, 
gave me some pointers 
and really helped me come 
along. Their machine never 
gives us any problems; it 
goes along well with our 
portable system, so no 
complaints at all.
